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This document allows users to check that KB Crawl is working properly and to get to 
know the tool during the 30-day free trial period. The purpose of this Tutorial is to 
explain the basic settings and to show how to monitor a website. To learn more, 
you can follow the KB CRAWL SAS training course and you can read the complete 
User Guide located in the KB Crawl installation directory (by default "C:\Program 
Files\KB-Crawl3").

In this Tutorial, we have chosen the Europa website to serve as an example.

1 Checking that KB Crawl is in Good Working Order

You have downloaded and installed KB Crawl. You have received an access code 
which is valid for 30 days. You are now able to start using KB Crawl.

The first time that you run the software, an example database is loaded. Sources 
are displayed on the left-hand side and the pages monitored for the selected source 
are displayed on the right. Here you can see that the Espacenet website is 
displayed:

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Before you set up a new source, check that the software is properly working with 
your network and computer configuration.

Important Note: If you do not have administration privileges, please contact your 
network administrator. The "KB-Crawl3" directory created in "C:\Program Files" by 
default during the installation must have write rights.

� Setting Up the General Options

"Options" menu

� Proxy (mandatory): "Internet Connection Security Settings (Proxy)" tab.

If your Internet connection uses a proxy server (check with your network 
administrator), please enter the proxy server's name, port and authentication if 
required.
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You can test the Web connection at the bottom of the screen by entering a Web 
address (http://www.google.fr in this example) and clicking on "Test":

If the connection works, the following message will be displayed:

If it does not, you will get this type of message:

The message may be different according to the type of error that you have 
encountered. You should then contact your network administrator and quote this 
message.
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� SMTP or MAPI (optional): "Outgoing Email Security Settings" tab.

Two methods for sending emails are possible according to your software 
environment: SMTP or MAPI.

In both cases, please enter all the necessary settings.

Once more, we recommend that you refer to your network administrator.

You can test your settings by sending a test email to a chosen address. An email will 
really be sent to this address.

If the settings are correct, this message will be displayed:
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If they are not, you will get this type of message:

The message may be different according to the type of error that you have 
encountered.

2 Monitoring your First Website

2.1 Setting Up the "Source"

As an example, we have chosen to monitor the "What's new" page of the Europa 
website.
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We have to enter this page's Web address in KB Crawl.
We can find this address in the Address Bar:

But for some websites, the address may be truncated or incomplete.
It is preferable to right-click on the page then select "Properties" so as to display 
the following screen:

The address shown next to "Address (URL)" is always the right address.
We need to copy it (right-click then select Copy or triple-click then CTR+C).
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In KB Crawl:
� Select the "Publications" folder
� Create the source by clicking on the 

"Create" button on the Main Toolbar

The following screen will appear:

HTTP Source Details

Enter the source name as you wish to see it displayed in the source tree:

Then paste the starting address into "Starting Point /Free-Format Input":

And confirm with the green tick:
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As soon as a new source is created, KB Crawl offers to launch a first crawling 
session:

If you choose "Yes", the crawling session begins:
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At the end of the crawling session, the downloaded page is displayed:

The contents of this page have just been saved to the database and they will 
constitute the reference version. It corresponds to a view of the Europa website 
news at the time that the crawling session was performed (in the present example, 
March 10th, 2006 at 18.16).
